THE GROVE PARKING REGULATIONS

The parking spaces designated as visitor parking are for visitors to the Grove Complex. These Visitor parking spaces are not to be utilized by residents of the complex.   After four (4) hours a visitor's vehicle must display a numbered parking tag in the front window of the car when parked on the premises.   A visitor's car may only be parked on the premises for 24 hours. If their stay exceeds 24 hours the vehicle must be 1) moved off the premises 2) moved to an owner’s deeded garage or 3) moved to a reserved parking space. Each unit has been issued two (2)-parking tags.  

It is the responsibility of the unit owner to transfer the tags to new owners or tenants occupying the unit.  Replacement tags may be purchased at a cost of $25 per tag.  These parking tags are for visitors only and not for use by residents.  These parking tags will help Management and the Board of Directors, identify cars and locate owners in the event of an emergency or violation.  Vehicles without parking tags that remain on the premises for more than fours (4) hours or those with tags that remain on the premise in excess of 24 hours will be towed from the property at the owner’s expense without notice.

1. Parking spaces shall be used for the parking of vehicles only and shall not be used for living or recreational vehicles.

2. Red curbs indicate emergency access lanes.  Any vehicle parked in full or in part in these red curbed areas will be towed without notice at the vehicle owner’s expense.

3. Reserved parking spaces are for the use of the owner of that space and their guests. No one may park in a reserved space unless that space is assigned to him or her. Vehicles illegally parked in a reserved parking space, without the owner's permission, will be towed immediately without warning, at the vehicle owner's expense.

4. Parking on Association property is permitted only in designated parking spaces (garages and areas marked for parking).  Any vehicle parked in front of garage doors or other areas not designated for parking will be towed without notice at the vehicle owner’s expense. 

5. Inoperative vehicles may not be parked or stored on the property and will be towed at the vehicle owner’s expense.  A vehicle may be considered inoperable due to missing or non-functional parts, or due to infractions of the state vehicle code, such as expired license.

6. Boats, trailers, and recreational vehicles may not be parked on the property and may be stored only in the owner's garage.

7. Commercial vehicles may not be parked on the property except when being used for deliveries, maintenance, or other service on the property.

8. Residents must perform all car repairs within the confines of their own garage.  Vehicle washing is permitted as long as traffic is not blocked.

9. Owners are responsible for keeping their garages and rental parking spaces free of spilled oil and other fluids or debris.  The Association has the right to clean a parking space and bill the property owner for clean-up costs if the owner has not completed clean-up within 7 days of being notified of the problem.

10. No tandem parking will be allowed (i.e. two cars in one space.)  EXCEPTION:  a motorcycle may be parked in tandem with another vehicle if the total space utilized does not exceed the maximum vehicle dimension specified below, and if all vehicles are parked safely within the space limitations of the parking space.  Owners may not chain the motorcycle to any portion of the building. It may be stored at the top of the parking space, provided that a car parked together with the motorcycle can fit within the space.

11. No vehicle exceeding the following dimensions may be parked on the property:

· Maximum length:
18 feet

· Maximum width:
7 feet

· Maximum height:
7 feet  2 inches
The basis of the vehicle dimension restriction is that this is the maximum size vehicle that will fit in a parking space or the garage and still allow room for opening doors, etc., without damaging the vehicles adjoining it or extending into the driveway or other common area.  Any vehicle that cannot fit safely in a parking space or garage may not be parked anywhere on the property.

12. Only the Board of Directors or the Management Company has the authority to tow vehicles. If you have a person blocking your garage or parked in you’re reserved-parking space, please contact Cornerstone Management at (408) 448-3080.
